BIG IDEA: Colossians 3: 1-11 

You are raised with Christ – live as you will be 

Chapter 3 is a bit of a turning point. Paul has spent the first two chapter 

telling them that it’s all about Jesus, that Jesus is everything and that 

Jesus is all they need to be Christians.  

Since you have Jesus, your place in heaven is so guaranteed that you 

should live now as if you’re there already. That’s where you really belong! 

  

 

Why is being ‘hidden in Christ’ good news? What guarantee does it give us now about the future?

‘Heaven’ and the ‘new creation’. 
Heaven exists now – when 
Christians die, they are with 
Jesus. Revelation 21v1 says when 
Jesus comes back, he’ll make a 
new heaven and a new earth. We 
call this the ‘new creation’!
